You will have responsibility for a caseload and be accountable for all aspects of delivering a nursing
service for adults with learning disabilities/ challenging behaviour, within the criminal justice setting.
You will be working with adults whose behaviours have resulted in their offending and coming into
contact with the criminal justice system. You will be working with the multi-disciplinary team to
undertake person centred specialist behavioural assessments, planning and co-ordination of positive
non aversive behavioural approaches to service users.

You will contribute to our nursing strategy and vision to;

feedback, so that care is personalised and informed by what matters to them.
