The role

The role will involve an assessment of need of service users who come into contact with the criminal justice system and appearing at the local Crown Court. The assessment will focus on the mental health and neurodiverse needs of the service user, ensuring that any recommendations and reasonable adjustments are communicated to the court staff.

This will include supporting vulnerable service users to access mainstream services and voluntary groups to improve their health outcomes, making onward referrals to appropriate local services and encouraging engagement. The aim of the Liaison and Diversion service is to reduce reoffending behaviour by means of addressing the health and social needs of those in need, ensuring the welfare of the service users, promoting social inclusion and encouraging positive change.

The role of the practitioner is to support the service user through the court process, providing advice and information to support onward decision making of those working within the court system. 

You will model a culture of compassion, care, courage, commitment, communication and competence.
[bookmark: _Int_oAUk0uEg]As the Crown Court practitioner, you will coach and develop staff from clinical and non-clinical backgrounds around your areas of specialism; support and contribute to service audits and governance and contribute to developing and reviewing clinical/nonclinical Local Operating Protocols for the site. You will attend, chair and facilitate a number of healthcare meetings with the team/ external stakeholder groups and provide clinical supervision as required within the wider team.

As the Crown Court practitioner, you will deliver workshops to develop the team’s learning in various areas such as court processes, documentation & stakeholder processes. You will work in partnership with the Head of Service and Clinical Lead to identify and mitigate clinical risk related to your area of work (risk register, incident reporting, quality assurance, service audits). 

Part of your role will require you to support the process of patient concerns, attend, contribute and progress actions from partnership meetings, and to ensure that protocols and standards are adhered to. 

As the Crown court practitioner, you are required to demonstrate an advanced knowledge and skills within a defined area of expertise, to critically appraise, evaluate and apply knowledge of theoretical frameworks and research evidence within a specialist area of practice.
You are required to undertake assessments of vulnerable people who have been detained in police or Court custody and share relevant information to assist and inform the Police, Court and Crown Prosecution Service decision making with regards to charge and sentence and to share information about vulnerable people with other agencies to ensure risk is managed effectively and vulnerable people are safeguarded.
A good working knowledge of the Mental Health Act 1983 (amended 2007) is required, especially Part III. (Part III of the 1983 Mental Health Act (amended 2007) covers patients concerned with criminal proceedings), along with a good working knowledge of the Criminal Procedures and Insanity
